Yet most 
couples underestimate how many 
things about their lives as a couple 
will end when a child comes into the 
relationship.  
   There are plenty of examples of this 
beginning/ending phenomenon, 
transformational moments that bring 
lots of changes in their wake. This 
month, with the search process in full 
swing, we’re anticipating a new  

beginning that will bring much joy 
and a fresh store of energy to 
ORUUC. Yet I hope you also pay 
attention to the moments when 
you’re still feeling a pinch around 
losses and endings that herald this 
new relationship. 
   However your life is going in this 
time of transition, I hope you’ll feel
